Each twenty-foot length (6 mtrs) of pipe can be
supplied plain ended, with integral solvent weld
socket joint or integral rubber ring seal joint.

The rubber ring joint is available on sizes from
63mm & above and pressure rating PN6 and above.
SIMBA pve is manufactured in metric sizes from
20mm to 400mm in range pressure ratings 2.5, 4, 6,
10 & 16 Bar conforming to DIN 8062 standard.

The equivalent standards are BS 3505, I1SO 161/1
and US 264:2001.
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
